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Club Introduction

The club is based at Simon Playing Fields, Ford Lane, Didsbury in south
Manchester. The facility is shared with Didsbury Toc H Rugby Club.
Together we have two floors of changing rooms, with football using the first

floor with space for 6 teams, showers, a n equipment room and separate
accommaodation for referees. There are similar facilities on the ground floor

for rugby. There are two football pitches, two rugby pitches and a combined
training area. There is car parking for 70 vehicles. We also have access to
the adjacent Fletcher Moss park, which contains an additional football pitch

and an additional rugby pitch. We have access to a bar, kitchen / catering
area, committee room and both male and female toilets. The whole sports
ground operates as DSG (Didsb ury Sports Ground), leasing the ground from
the Manchester and Salford Boys and Girls Welfare Society.

Background and History

e Burnage Metro Football Club was established in June 2002 following
the merger of Burnage High School Old Boys Amateur Football CI  ub and
Metro Football Club.

e It would be wrong for us to forget our origins, Burnage which was
founded by the first ex pupils of the Grammar School in 1938. A
School and Club which can boast former players, such as the great
Busby Babe and England Captain Roger Byrne, Peter Coyne, the
Beckford and Bennett brothers and more recently current Manchester
United and England international, Wes Brown.

e Metro F.C. was formed by a bunch of lads who worked for Stockport
Metropolitan Borough Council, who had previousl y played 5 a-side
football together but thought that they could acquit themselves well on
the 11 a-side game. The club was formed in 1983 and joined the
Stockport Football League. Over the course of 9 years got promoted
from Division 4 to the Premier Divis ion, winning a number of cups on the
way and growing to three teams by the time they left and joined the
Lancashire & Cheshire Amateur Football League in 1992. After
Completing 10 years in the L&C, their two teams attained top status by
playing in Divisions 1 and A, before merging with Burnage H.S.O.B. to
form Burnage Metro F.C., a new and stronger club.



Overview

e Burnage Metro F.C. is a volunteer run club offering the opportunity for
involvement in the playing, training and development of football players
over the age of 16 and with no upper age limit.

e Competitive football is played primarily on Saturday afternoons,
although the club can also be represented by veteran (over 35 and over
40) sides on Sunday mornings or afternoons.

e Training and development se ssions are catered for during the playing
season and between seasons, with a variety of fitness, small sided
tournaments and coaching skills.

e Club membership is not limited to players alone and is open to all
persons, regardless of ability, sex or age.

e The club is managed by an annually elected Executive Management
Committee, plus other volunteers who together ensure that the
potential of the Club and its members are fulfilled to their maximum.

e The clubs financial position is that costs exceed income from
registration fees and playing subscriptions only, therefore additional
fund raising is an annual requirement in order to remain solvent.



Governing Body Affiliation
e The club is affiliated to Manchester County Football Association, the
local governing body f or amateur football in Manchester.

League Membership
The club has been a member of the Lancashire & Cheshire Amateur
Football League since its inception in 2002.
e This season we are running 5 teams and playing in the following

divisions:
o Division 1
o Division A
o Division B
o Division D
o Division E

e The L&CAFL operate with 9 divisions. Premier, 2 and 3 for first
teams, A, B and C for second teams and D and E for third, fourth and
fifth teams.

Competition and Training
Players should aspire to play at the highest level that they can and
the clubs teams are selected on that basis.
All players are expected to train at least once per week through the
playing season and at times / sessions agreed with their respected
Team Caach.

Club Administration

General Information
Burnage Metro F.C. is a voluntary organisation run by unpaid
committee members on behalf of the club membership.

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Registration

e All Burnage Metro F.C. club members are required to complete a
Social Membership application form as required each year.

e All Burnage Metro F.C. club members wishing to participate in
competitive football for any of the teams playing in the Lancashire &
Cheshire Amateur Football League must complete the appropriate
Players Registration Form, having paid the registration fee of £30
prior to the registration form being sent to the League.

Playing subscriptions
e Subscriptions are set at the Clubds Ann
season they have been set at £5 for a player who is selected to start
a game for any team (£3 for Junior Members under 18), or £2.50 for
a player who enters the field of play as a substitute (£1.50 for Junior
Members under 18).
e Playing subscriptions are waived on suppl
form accompanied by £6.
e Players owing monies will be prevented from being selected as
decided by the Club Management Committee, in accordance
with the Constitution.

Training subscriptions

¢ Subscriptions for training are set at the
Meeting, or at a specially convened Executive Meeting.

Communications

e It is important for all Club Members to know what is going on
within the Club, from both a playing and development perspective.
Communi cati ons ar e provided by t he Cl v
through the season (monthly in the summer), which is distributed
on match days and pinned on the clubhouse notice board.
Periodically, they are also se nt to individual members by post.
Normally, the primary method o communicating club information is
via email and the clubs website.

Lucky 7

What is the Lucky 77?

It provides the players with a free game of football, i.e. they do not have to
pay match subscriptions and it helps provide the club with another source of
income to offset the costs of operating throughout the season.

H ow does the Lucky 7 work?

e Each sheet has 7 fixtures and 14 |lines. 12
your family, friends and / or work colleagues at 50p a line.

e Each line of 7 fixtures has to have a prediction of a home win
(marked with a 1), a draw (marked with an X) or an away wi n (marked
with a 2). Some people will have one line, some people will have two.
Either way, you sell the twelve lines for a total of £6.

e The two lines marked up as the Agent, are free lines for the person
selling the sheet. Usually you!

e The person or peo ple who successfully predict the seven results, win
or share the pot.

e The pot is clearly marked on the sheet for that week and the amount
never drops below £100.

e If there is no outright winner, the club adds £25 to the total and we
distribute another set  of fixtures for the following week.

e If people can sell more than one sheet (due to demand or that you
are a good salesman) then it increases the revenue for the club and
provides the Agent with more free lines for them self.

What happens to the Lucky 7?

e A player, who sells a complete sheet and hands in that sheet along
with £6, to a member of the Management Committee before 3pm,
will not have to pay any match subscriptions on that Saturday.

e When the results come through, the sheets are checked and we
announce whether or not there is a winner and the process begins
again for the following week.

How do | get a copy of the new Lucky 7 sheets?

e The Lucky 7 is written on a Sunday usually and distributed by email
or by post on a Monday morning.

e |If you want to r eceive a copy, either make sure that the club has
your email address and you can print a copy off somewhere, or ask
for a copy in the post.



SUMMARY OF CLUB RULES

e A full list of Club Rules and the Club Constitution can be
provided on request. However, the pertinent ones are
summarised here for members attention:

e Completion of an L&CAFL Players Registration Form and / or
completion of a Burnage Metro FC Membership Form shall
automatically grant the person full membership rights.

e In accepting membership, a person agrees to abide by the
constitution of the Club and the rulings of the Club's
management committee.

e The playing subscription for each game played during the season
shall be set each year by the Club's management committee at
the Annual General Meeti ng.

e The pl aying subscription shal
completed and handed in to the nominated management
committee member before 3pm on a match day. (Evening games
not included).

e Payment of fees, fines, donations, payments, gifts or
subscriptions must be paid to the Club Treasurer, or nominated
representative by the stated time or date.

e The playing subscription shall be waived should a substitute
enter the field of play with less than 15 minutes remaining in the
match.

e |t is the responsibility of all Club members to support the Club
by assisting in the preparation of the pitch, setting out of any
equipment prior to matches or training, also in the putting away
of the equipment at the end of each training session or match.

e The Club will be responsi ble for arranging death and severe
disability insurance, as well as public liability insurance for club
representative matches or training sessions. This will be
arranged through the Lancashire & Cheshire A.F.L and/or
Manchester County Football Association and any other
organisation or institution as decided by the Club's management
committee from time to time in its absolute discretion.

e It will be the responsibility of the individual member to arrange
for any insurance cover for temporary disability caused whilst
participating in club training or playing a representative match
for the Club.

e |t is the duty of each member to assist, where necessary, with
fund raising, in order to facilitate the continuing organisation of
the Club.

e The Club will accept no re sponsibility for the loss of personal
items of clothing or belongings.
